Why was this item developed?

Teacher education in general and effective use of the ELP in particular should combine two complex processes: developing theory from experiential knowledge and modifying practice with received knowledge. The following activity was designed for making connections between the received knowledge and the experiential knowledge. It is aimed at teachers who have already gained some experience with learner self-assessment.

What working methods does it entail?

Individual reflection followed by group discussions.

What does it seek to achieve?

Seeing the connection between abstract statements and concrete experience, sharing of teachers’ professional experience, and awareness of the considerable number of options that are at the teachers’ disposal when working with the ELP.
