Type of task: Creating a PowerPoint presentation
Proficiency level: B2

Educational level: Primary and/or secondary education - ISCED 1/22

Short description and aim of the activity: This activity aims at providing practice to
students into gathering information from a specific text in Language A (Greek) by
identifying the main points in order to give a presentation on the reasons why
someone should learn Spanish.

Background information (if applicable): Students need to decide which second foreign
language to study next year at school. Seven groups of (2-3) students have been
assigned to make a presentation on why to study the Spanish language.
