The workshop, attended by 47 participants from 33
European countries, was delivered in English and French
simultaneously. It interestingly combined presentations by
the scientific team and group work: A presentation about
the European Centre for Modern Languages (ECML) and
the Common European Framework of Reference for
Language Teachers (CEFRLT) project, presentations of
the user guide for existing competence frameworks,
examples of instruments in use, the competences and
professional learning opportunities. The participants
worked in groups on topics such as “The user guide for
existing competence frameworks”, “Practice examples of
instruments in use”, “The overview of teacher competences
and professional learning opportunities” and “The need and
feasibility of a future framework". The main aim of the
workshop was to discuss the need for a teacher
competence framework for language education - a
Common European Framework of Reference for Language
Teachers (CEFRLT) in the near future and the language
dimension in education and all of the aforementioned
pinpoint to the need to create the CEFRLT. Views about
the topic were exchanged and the participants shared,
discussed and compared information about the educational
contexts of their countries. Feedback as well as ideas and
thoughts were also given regarding the website which is
designed by the ECML and aims to help teacher educators,
teachers, managers and so on to search and then consult
tools which describe the skills that language teachers
should possess. Moreover, after discussion in groups
which worked on five dimensions (professional values and
principles, the subjects, pedagogy, cooperation with

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stakeholders and teacher education and lifelong
professional development) the participants gave detailed
feedback and proposed additions, made clarifications and
amendments to a draft text entitled "An Overview of
Teacher Skills for Languages in Education” and had been
prepared by the scientific team of the project "Towards a
Common European Framework of Reference for Language
Teachers (CEFRLT) — ECML, 2016-2019. This text aims to
present in a clear way the necessary skills language
teachers should possess for effective language training.
The characteristics of each educational framework as well
as the priorities and language policies in each country
should be taken into consideration. Overall, the participants
concluded that the creation of a common framework for
language teachers is necessary and will be very useful for
teachers, teacher trainers, employers and authorities.

All aspects of the workshop have been very useful as each
presentation/ session contributed to the participants’
learning experience regarding the teacher skills for
languages in education and a common framework for
language teachers. Moreover, discussions on existing
competence frameworks and practice examples of existing
instruments in use have been really useful. Immense
attention has been placed on teacher competences and
professional learning opportunities. All presentations were
interesting and gave the opportunity for discussion and a
really interactive workshop. Group work on various areas
seen from different perspectives was really interesting.
CEFRLT is an essential and valuable tool, particularly the
descriptors section, for anyone involved in language
teaching and teacher training. What is more, | consider the
informal discussions | had with other participants valuable
in the sense that | have learnt more about their educational
context and culture.
