
Digital literacy for the teaching 
and learning of languages

The main focus of this project is language 
pedagogy. It builds on recent methodological 
developments (particularly the action-
oriented and pluralistic approaches) with the 
added-value of digital technologies. 

A concrete pedagogical framework will be 
devised allowing practitioners to develop 
digital tasks based on a reflective use of 
online resources and technologies. This is an 
innovative project as it combines:

•	 varied task-based online interactions to 
encourage learners to develop interactional 
skills;

•	 language engineering, i.e. the use of 
digital tools and resources (such as 
open educational resources (OER), 
concordances, text-to-speech tools…) to 
foster the autonomous development of 
the basic linguistic and intercultural skills 
required to engage in interactions.
