LANGUAGES  AT  THE  HEART  OF  LEARNING

school. By making our schools more multilinguistic, we are securing democracy through education.   

Through discussions, videos, project work, group work and examples of good practice I feel that I am 

better prepared to make my students “happy lingual”.  

From the Seminar I have learnt: 
 

 ICT plays an important part in language learning 

 Positive learning experiences, especially in the first year, are essential 

 To learn a new language we must activate our existing knowledge and experience 

 As educators we must activate the child’s cognitive engagement 

 We must promote the Identity of the child as a learner 

 Learner Autonomy makes the learner work harder 

 Networking, teacher training and sharing expertise is the key for good teaching 

 Positive attitudes and values are essential towards language learning and plurilinguism   

 Being a monolingual country might be a disadvantage  

 Meaningful Learning is the key to (language) learning 

 Each student can bring their linguistic resources to improve the other students’ learning 

The following are some strategies that I can adopt to provide an enhanced learning experience: 
 

 Strengthening my language competence 

 I will appreciate the linguistic diversity of my students 

 I will promote the involvement of parents especially those of a different cultural background  

 Learning from parents, colleagues, parents from a different culture and most of all from the students, 

even as young as 3 to 5 years 

 I will strengthen my digital skills 

 I will embrace Emergent Learning and Learning Autonomy 

 I will support and reinforce my home Language and create opportunities for different language 

competences 

 I will expose and nurture monolingual students to different languages 

 I will create a Padlet with my colleagues at my school and other schools and making it public  



 
 

 

The seminar was tremendously insightful and I was able to share experiences with a number of 

professionals who originate from different educational vocations and cultural backgrounds.
