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The METLA task description template

In order to assist teachers in designing/analysing mediation tasks, this Guide includes a
template which consists of two parts: a first part for the teacher and a second part for the
student (see Figure below).

For the teacher

The teacher is provided with information (in the two working languages -English and French-
of this project) about the lesson or the task.

For the student

The second part of the template refers to the actual texts and tasks included in the lesson. It
contains the worksheet for the student in an attractive, learner-friendly format. The
instructions of the tasks are provided in the foreign languages taught although more
languages could be incorporated. Grids for self-assessment and reflection are also included
(see relevant chapters in the Teaching Guide).
