FOR THE TEACHER
Filmmaking competition
Type of task: Submitting an entry for a filmmaking competition

Educational level: Secondary education - ISCED 2/3[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  International Standard Classification of Education (ISCED) - Statistics Explained (europa.eu)] 


Proficiency level: B1-B2

Brief description and aim of the activity: 
Students will perform a number of mediation activities as they go through the process of getting to know about a language film design competition and actually writing the script for the competition. The tasks aim at developing learners’ skills in selecting information from source texts and relaying it into a target text in another language.

Background information:
A filmmaking competition is being organised in which students are invited to script, act, and direct their own film illustrating the benefits of learning foreign languages. Students get to know about this competition through an information poster in English, one of the two official languages spoken in Malta.

Languages involved
Language A: English
Language B: Italian

Linguistic objectives. Students will be able to: 
· find the main ideas within a text
· relay information both in an informal and in a neutral/ semi-formal register
· follow instructions from a text to complete a task
· use information from a text in Language A to produce another text of a different genre in Language B
Other competences involved: 
· media and information literacy (ability to obtain and analyse information through ICT)
· critical and innovative thinking (creativity)
· critical and innovative thinking (application)
· interpersonal skills (teamwork and collaboration)
Time/lessons needed for the activity:2 hours

	Step 1
	Students are asked to discuss with their classmates whether they ever took part in a competition. What procedures did they follow? Did they enjoy taking part? Did anyone win?

	Students read a promotional poster for the filmmaking competition.

	Step 3
	Studentscreate a group on WhatsApp to inform their friends about this competition.
	Individual
	Students may discuss in pairs what information is important to include before writing the message for the WhatsApp group.

	Step4
	Peer Feedback/Students reflect on how successful mediation was.
	In pairs/groups/plenary
	It is also possible to include written interaction by asking the students to exchange messages and respond in the role of the Italian friend.

	Step 5
	Students are shown screenshots from the website containing more information about the competition.

	Step6
	After reading the information, students decide to write an email to their language teacher about the competition to ask for her help.  

Students discuss in pairs/groups what information would be important to relay to their teacher in their email.
	In pairs/groups
	The teacher may wish to provide students with a clearer idea of what needs to be selected from the source text and relayed to the teacher by asking them to include information abouti), ii) and iii). This would make the task easier for the students to carry out and also make it easier to assess.

	Step 7
	[bookmark: _Hlk57737756]Peer Feedback/ Students reflect on how successful mediation was.
	In pairs/groups/class discussion
	As a peer feedback/reflection task, students may wish to exchange emails and respond in the role of the teacher.

	Step 8
	Students will work in groups on writing a short script for the film competition. They are reminded to follow the competition regulations which are found on the website.

	The criteria for
evaluating the script
could be either
provided by the
teacher, or
discussed with
the students.




Further tips and guidance:
Prior to writing the script (Step 8), the teacher might decide to conduct a brainstorming session with all the class or with the individual groups in order to help the students identify possibilities and ideas to exploit for their film script.
