This year Summer Academy covered a range of topics under the title:
Inspiring Innovation in European Language Teacher Education and
aimed at upskilling of teacher educators working in the broad field of
language education, which will in turn facilitate the professional
development of teachers. The Academy was opened by Ms Sarah
Breslin , the Executive Director, who presented the work of ECML and
then Ms Susana Slivensky familiarise the participants with the European
language policy, ECML resources and projects in progress and an
opportunity to propose one. The speakers discussed the topics of
language education addressing the learners’ and teachers’ needs with
the view to the changes going on in Europe nowadays. The modules
presented such areas as: plurality, values, competences, assessment
practices and identities. The presentations were complemented by
group work and discussions in which we shared our teaching and
learning contexts. It was a place for rethinking the role of language
learning and reflection on learning environment and curriculum
alignment.

Letnia Akademia (Summer Academy) — edukacja jezykowa w Europie

W dniach 3-7 lipca b.r. w Europejskim Centrum Jezykdw Nowozytnych (ECML) w Grazu, odbyty sie
warsztaty pn: Summer Academy, ktére w catosci poswiecone byly edukacji jezykowej. ECML jest
instytucjg, ktérej misjg jest podnoszenie jakosSci i wspieranie innowacyjnosci w nauczaniu i uczeniu sie
jezykdéw zgodnie z jezykowa i kulturowg réznorodnoscia.

Gtéwnym celem spotkania byto przedstawienie i omdwienie obecnych trendéw i koncepcji w dydaktyce,
ktdre wspomagajg doskonalenie rozwoju zawodowego nauczycieli jezykdw obcych w sposdb zorientowany
na ztozone potrzeby jezykowe wspodtczesnych uczniow.

Program warsztatow przygotowano z uwzglednieniem najnowoczesniejszych osiggnie¢ w edukac;ji
jezykowej. Tematyke przedstawili i moderowali doswiadczeni nauczyciele i eksperci o miedzynarodowej
renomie, co dato uczestnikom mozliwosé wymiany wiedzy specjalistycznej z catej Europy i refleks;i
dotyczacej sposobow ksztatcenia nauczycieli z perspektywy ponadnarodowe;j.

W warsztatach wzieto udziat 29 oséb z 27 krajéw. Uczestnicy reprezentowali rézne Srodowiska edukacyjne,
m.in: ministerstwa ds. edukacji, centra jezykowe, uczelnie wyzsze oraz placéwki edukacyjne zajmujace sie
doskonaleniem zawodowym nauczycieli.
